Hospice care is a personal, comfort-oriented health care
program for people with a life-limiting illness with a
six-month or less prognosis, focusing on their medical,
social and spiritual needs as well as on the support to
their family.

Hospice care is usually provided in the familiar
surroundings of a patient’s home or other residence, such
as a nursing home, but hospice care is also provided in a

hospital setting when a patient’s care requires it.

Hospice care is covered by Medicare and Medicaid as well
as by most commercial health care and long-term care plans,
veterans’ benefits and self-pay plans. Additionally, the cost of
medical equipment, medical tests and medications related to
the illness are covered under hospice care.
