Hospice care is covered by Medicare and Medicaid as well 
as by most commercial health care and long-term care plans, 
veterans’ benefits and self-pay plans. Additionally, the cost of 
medical equipment, medical tests and medications related to 
the illness are covered under hospice care.

Hospice is there to provide much needed help and support 
to both family members and other caregivers. Hospice can 
help provide instruction on how to care for the patient, 
provide emotional support, assist with physical care, help 
with paperwork and insurance forms, coordinate family 
meetings to discuss the patient’s condition, etc. In summary, 
Hospice provides relief from the demands of day-to-day 
care, lowering caregivers’ stress and enabling them to focus 
on their time together.
